NEARLY 5.4 MILLION income
tax returns were filed till 8 pm
on the last day of filing ITR for
2021-22 fiscal by salaried
individuals, the I-T depart-
ment said on Sunday.

The deadline for filing I-T
returns,bythose taxpayerswho
do not have to get their
accounts audited for the fiscal
ended on March 31,2022, is
Sunday. Till July 30, more than
51 million taxreturnshad been
filed.Giving statistics of Income
Tax Returns (ITR) filed on Sun-
day, the I-T department
tweeted: “53,98,348 #ITRs
have been filed up to 2000
hours today & 4,95,505 #ITRs
filed in the last 1hr” Last fiscal
(2020-21), about 58 million
ITRswere filed by the extended
duedateof December31,2021.

Over the month, the I-T
department has been nudging
taxpayers to file their ITRs for
2021-22 fiscal to avoid levy of
late fees.

The I-T department also
asked taxpayers to seek assis-
tance regarding ITR filing by
emailing to

orm@cpc.incometax.gov.in'
or calling help desk numbers
1800 103 0025 and 1800
419 0025.

According to tax laws, a late
fee of 35,000 would be payable
by people having an annual
income of over ¥5,00,000, if
they file their ITR by December
31 of the assessment year.

However, the picture is dif-
ferent when one looks at indi-
vidual pulses and state-wise
acreages. Arhar/Tur (pigeon-
pea), the country’s largest pro-
duced Kkharif pulses crop, has
seen a dip in area sown from
41.75 lh to 36.11 lh. This has
been compensated for by
increases under moong or
green gram (from 25.29 to
29.26 1h), urad or black gram
(27.94 to 28.01 1h) and other
pulses(8.24to 12.811h).

Moreover, the only major
pulses-growing states to have
registered significant rise in
areaare Rajasthan (from 21.65
lh to 32.10 1h), Madhya
Pradesh (17.83 to 18.28 1h)
and Uttar Pradesh (6.22 to
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7.08 1h). Others have seen
reductions,notably Maharash-
tra(20.69to017.81),Karnataka
(18.32 to 16.94 1h), Telangana
(4.11 to 2.21 1h), Gujarat (3.80

to 2.861h) and Odisha (3.08 to
2.41 1h). Arhar acreage has
fallen in Karnataka (from
12.73 to 11.50 1h), Maharash-
tra (12.51 to 11.12 1h) and
Telangana (3.43 to 1.88 1h),
while rising for moong mainly
in Rajasthan (14 to 19.41 1h)
and for urad in MP (12.83 to
13.741h)and UP(3.46 to 4.55
lh).Thereisa clear explanation
for the above trend. Arhar is
selling at around 7,300 per
quintal and soyabean at
36,300in Maharashtra’s Latur
market. Their corresponding
MSPs are 36,600 and 34,300
per quintal, respectively. The
gap between the ruling market
price and MSP is, thus, higher
in soyabean.

“In arhar, there is also less

price certainty.The actual price
that I got during the harvest
season was ¥6,100/quintal,
below last year’s MSP of
36,300, whereas my average
soyabean realisation was
%6,500 and it is unlikely to fall
much,”’says Rajkumar Bhosale,
a farmer from Bombali village
in Laturdistrict’s Deoni taluka.

The 45-year-old has, this
time, planted arhar only in 5
acres and soyabean on the rest
of his total 20-acre holding.
Last kharif, he sowed both
crops on 10 acres each. “My
yields from soyabean are 8-9
quintals per acre,as against 7-
8 quintals for arhar. More
important, while both are
sown in June-July, soyabean is
harvested by September-Octo-

ber and arhar only towards
December-January. So, I get
marginally higher yield even
with lower duration in soy-
abean,”’says Bhosale.

Not for nothing then the
cumulative all-India acreage
under soyabean has gone up
from 111.891h to 114.69 lh.
Maharashtra (43.83 to 45.62
lh),Rajasthan(9.56to 11.241h)
and Karnataka(3.78 to 4.081h)
have posted increases, while
dropping slightlyin MP(49.76
to 48.76 1h) where farmers
have sown more area under
urad.Within pulses, the prefer-
ence has been for moong and
urad, as their maturity time is
less (60-70 days and 80-90
days, respectively) than that of
